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PASTORAL AND CHURCH CARE FOR SPCU STUDENTS

JANUARY 2006 – In November and December we shared with you about a special project that was taking place 
on behalf of St. Petersburg Christian University.  The special project was called “Pastoral and Church Care for 
SPCU Students” and the goal of this effort was to have prayer for the students of our university during the Sunday 
worship time at churches all throughout the former Soviet Union as well as to take up an offering on behalf of the 
university.

Over 25 different Churches and Christian organizations from Russia and the Ukraine participated in this project 
as well as the administration, faculty, staff and students of SPCU.  

Prior to the day of prayer and offering the leadership team and students of SPCU identified a need in the 
dormitory where the funds from the offering would bring the most benefit and blessing.  Many of the refrigerators 
that were in the dormitory were used ones that had been donated to SPCU nearly 10 years ago and were sorely in 
need of repair or had stopped working all together.  It was decided that the offerings would go toward the 
purchase of new refrigerators for the student kitchens in the dormitory.

There was great excitement throughout the SPCU campus as this project developed and as the day of special 
prayer and offering arrived.  And then following this special day we began to receive regular updates from SPCU 
President, Alexander Negrov concerning the offerings that had been gathered on behalf of the SPCU students. 
To date, over 97,000 rubles (over $3,400 US) have been received which, have been used to purchase 10 new 
refrigerators and one new electric range for the student kitchens.

We continue to rejoice that the Lord blessed this project and that His people around Russia and the Ukraine 
prayed for us and gave so selflessly to help us provide better conditions for our students in the dormitory.  It is 
also very exciting for us to see the local churches here in Russia and the Ukraine become more involved in the 
activities of SPCU.  The Lord continues His work in all of us!
